WSPA Research Grant
In an effort to support the ongoing research of its members in the discipline of school psychology, the Wisconsin School Psychologist Association has allocated $500.00 to be used by selected members for their projects.  All members who are currently conducting research in the field are invited to apply for this money.

The guidelines for the research projects are as follows:

1. Research projects need to be conducted in an applied setting.

2. The money awarded must be used to purchase supplies, such as test materials.

3. The research proposal which is submitted must contain the following information:

a. Statement of problems (1-2 pages)

b. Description of procedures which will be used (1-5 pages)

c. Rationale for conducting the study/research.  For example, the summary of its impact, benefits to children, parents, public, school, psychologist, etc. (1-2 pages).

d. Appropriate letters of permission from research site personnel.

e. A detailed budget including a description of each expenditure (i.e. name of supplier, exact cost and number of test materials).

f. A time line outlining the steps of the project from the beginning to the end.

g. Names and qualifications of principle investigators, including mailing addresses and telephone numbers.

4. A detailed report of how the funds were spent needs to be submitted to the chairperson of the committee.  This document will be forwarded to the treasurer.

5. The recipient of the funds is invited to present their paper and results at a Wisconsin School Psychologist Association convention no later than 12 months after completing the project.

6. An article regarding their results and findings must be submitted for publication in the WSPA newletter.
